 Terms and Conditions 

By signing the application, you agree to the following: 

1. The Market will be held at the Bowie Center for the Performing Arts, from 9 am to 2 pm.

2. The fees for the vendor booths/tables will go toward the Art Committee's annual Art Scholarship Fund. Monies acquired by the vendors through sale of their items are their own.

3. This is a juried market. We seek artists and crafters whose work represents the highest quality in design, materials and workmanship.  Vendors need to submit 3 – 5 photos with their application.  All vendors must be approved by the City of Bowie Arts Committee.  The City of Bowie Arts Committee maintains the exclusive right to refuse vendors who, in the committee's sole discretion, do not meet market standards or adds to an over-represented product category. Those artists not selected will be given a refund.
4. The selling or promoting of tobacco and related items, firearms or illegal products is prohibited. 

5. Items for sale can include: painting in all media, sculpture, jewelry, textiles, glass making, stained glass, leather, graphics, wood creations, basketry, photography, digital art, and acceptable crafts.  The Bowie Arts Committee reserves the right to ask artists to exclude items that it deems to be unacceptable or unsuitable.
6. Due to the Bowie Center for the Performing Arts’ rules, food items are prohibited from being sold or consumed within the center.

7. Move in/set up begins at 8:00 am.  Vendors must unload, and then park their vehicles further from the BCPA entrance, to make room for shoppers.
8. One 6-foot table and one folding chair will be provided per paid spot. Vendors are required to bring any electrical extension cords and surge protector (a must for electrical use) or other equipment that they need. The Arts Committee will assign tables.
9. Vendor agrees to assume full liability for the products and equipment that they bring to the market.

10. Upon leaving the site, the vendor is responsible for the complete removal and disposal of all material and trash from their booth space.  

11. This is a rain/shine event, due to the market being indoors.  

12. Vendors that need to cancel should send an email notification as soon as possible to mcorley@cityofbowie.org.  

13. Vendors that do not show and give no notice or leave early may be banned from all future markets with no refunds given.  

14. Vendor breakdowns must start promptly at 2:00 pm and all vendor spaces must be emptied by
             3:00 pm unless other notification is given by the Market Staff. 

15. All vendors are required to collect their own Maryland 6% sales tax. Vendors must carry their own insurance and exhibits are shown at their own risk.
16.  All participants in the Spring Arts & Crafts Market agree to allow images and audio of their booth, artwork and persons to be used by the City of Bowie for promotional and marketing purposes. 

17. By participating in the Spring Arts & Crafts Market, the vendor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City of Bowie,  Bowie Center for Performing Arts, market vendors, market volunteers,  Prince George's County (collectively, “the Indemnified Parties”), and the employees, officials, and volunteers of the Indemnified Parties from and against all actions, liability, claims, suits, damages, risk of loss, costs or expenses of any kind which may be brought or made against the above or which the Indemnified Parties must pay and incur by reason of or in any manner resulting from the negligence or willful misconduct of the Vendor or its agents or employees, including reasonable attorney’s fees, however arising or incurred, for damage to property or injury to or death of any person. Furthermore, the City shall not be liable for any injury to Vendor, including any and all costs and expenses relating in any way to said injury, except where an injury to Vendor shall occur as a direct result of the sole negligence of an Indemnified Party or its agents or employees.
